Abraham Lincoln, F.D.R. and John F, Kennedy and a personal letter

commenting on the collection from Gerald R. Ford Jr. to Frederick Wiedman Jr.

In honor of Mr. Wiedman's memory, RIT hopes to continue to add to the
collection with documents from current and future U.S. Presidents.
